EMDP are working with CYQ and a number of dance disciplines to develop Level 2 qualifications in movement and dance. 

Quality Assurance

EMDP is currently working in partnership to develop a quality assurance mark for movement and dance that will be recognised across the sport, art and physical activity sectors; we will be provide further detail over the next few months.
Data Collection

EMDP activity is no longer monitored through the Sport England Active People Survey. The use of Active People in terms of movement and dance is currently being looked into.
Affiliation and Partnerships

EMDP are currently developing their affiliation mechanisms to enable further organisaitons to affiliate to the partnership. 

Current organisations newly affiliated to EMDP include the English Amateur Dance Association (EADA) and Lishi.
EMDP are also working with United Dance Organisation (UDO) on a National Level 2 Street Dance qualification. We are also working in partnership with Street Games, the national organisation for developing sport in disadvantaged areas, in order to develop training around the Pro-Active London Dare2Dance project.
Finally, EMDP are working with national movement and dance organisations to bring together an offer to support Sportivate, Sport England’s initiative to provide attractive sporting opportunities for teenagers and young adults.
